Verbal-Visual Essay

Help Sheet

NOTE: This sheet only gives you a rough idea of how to complete your verbal-visual essay. You do not have to follow it exactly. 

Structure of the Expository Paragraph: 

1. [image: image1.jpg]


Start your paragraph by writing one theme or themes that are represented in the novel Fatty Legs. 

2. Start by explaining the meaning behind the image that you find most important to your collage. (I have related the theme(s) of Fatty Legs through different visual representations. The first image represents/symbolizes...) 
3. After that, you should use a variety of transitional words/phrases to explain the representation/symbolism of the subsequent images. Don’t use First, Second, Third, etc. You’re in ENG2P now, so you can use better transitional words/phrases. 

4. End off your expository paragraph with your overall feelings towards the novel Fatty Legs. Would you recommend the novel? What are your opinions about what happened to the protagonist and her culture in the novel?  

	Useful hints: 

-Describe the image, so the teacher knows which image your are referring to. 

-Think about colour symbolism (e.g., If the colours are in black and white, then explain why it is in black and white, and explain what the colours symbolize for the novel, etc.)

-Think about where you position the symbols in your collage (e.g., Placing a symbol/image in the middle of the collage might represent that symbol’s importance to the book, etc.)

-The explanation of one image may be 1-3 sentences long; it depends on the image’s symbolic importance.
